The Golden Rules of Floppy Care

You can expect trouble-free computing if you
remember these basic rules.

¢ Don'ttouch the disk surface. Even a fingerprint
can cause errors.

e Don't use alcohol, thinners or freon to clean the disk.

e Don't expose the disk to magnetic or magnetized objects.

Magnetic fields can result in data loss.

e Don'tbend, fold, or use rubber bands or paper clips
on the disk. Any warping can lead to mistracking.

e Don'trest heavy objects on the disk.

e Always keep disks in their protective jackets when
not in the drive unit.

e Always store disks upright in their boxes.

e Always use a felt tip pen when labeling. Pencil or
ball point pressure can destroy floppy precision.

o Always keep disks clear of eraser crumbs, dust and particles.

e Always operate and store between 10°C (50°F) and
5.6°C (125°F). 8%-80% relative humidity.

e When shipping. disks should be kept in their envelopes within
a protective box and maintained between —40°C to $.6°C
(—40°F 10 125°F). 8%-80% relative humidity.
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
