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Federal Communications Commission (FCC) Note

. Your ST4 complies with Part 68 of the FCC rules. The label located on the bottom of
the phone contains the FCC registration number and Ringer Equivalence Number
(REN) for this equipment. This information must be provided to the telephone com-
pany if requested.

. The ST4 is designed to connect to the telephone line by means of standard 625 type
modular jacks.

. Your ST4 incorporates FCC compliant telephone cords, plugs and jacks and is
designed to be connected to the telephone network using a compatible modular jack
which is FCC Part 68 compliant.

. The REN of this equipment is to be used to determine the quantity of devices which
may be connected to a telephone line. Exceeding the maximum allowed REN of the
telephone line may result in telephones not ringing in response to an incoming call.
In most areas, but not al, the sum of the RENs must not exceed 5.0. To determine
the maximum allowed in your specific area, contact your local telephone company.

. If it is determined that this equipment causes harm to the telephone network, the
telephone company will notify you in advance that temporary discontinuance of the
service is required. But if advance notice is not practical, the telephone company will
notify you as soon as possible. You may file a complaint with the FCC if you believe
it is necessary.

. The telephone company may make changes in its facilities, equipment, operations or
procedures that could affect the operation of this equipment. If this happens the tele-
phone company will provide advance notice in order for you to make the necessary
modifications to maintain uninterrupted service.

. If this equipment is not operating properly, you should immediately remove it from
your telephone line, to prevent harm to the network, and contact Nitsuko America (or
an authorized repair facility of Nitsuko America). You should not attempt to make
any repairs on your own.

Load Number

The Load Number (LN) assigned to each terminal device denotes the percentage of the
total load to be connected to a telephone loop, which is used by the device to prevent
overloading. The termination on aloop may consist of any combination of devices sub-
ject only to the requirement that the total of the Load Numbers of all the devices does
not exceed 100.
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
